Concept Cube Assignment
Purpose
· The purpose of this project is to help you review the main concepts, people, and institutions associated with what the course has discussed this quarter.

· This is an individual project.

· The work should be done well, be colorful and interesting, and should use a wide variety of quotes, charts, maps, pictures, etc., to present your topic.
· You may select any major topic from Chapters 4-9.
Instructions

· The first thing you need to do is pick a topic.  One side of your cube will be a “title” side, containing this information.  The topic should be a major battle from one of the conflicts we’ve discussed, an important person of the era, or a major topic/theme/idea of the time periods discussed.

· The next thing you need to do is think back to five important factors of your topic.  Causes, events, and so on.  If you choose a concept or idea (Like the Great Awakening), for example, what were five important aspects of that event?  Where did it happen, why did it happen, why was it important, etc.  If you choose an event, describe five things that must have occurred in order for that event to happen.  If you choose a person, describe five parts of that person’s life which made them important to the time period.

· Having picked your title event and its causes, rank those five issues in order from least to most important.

· Get a regular sized piece of poster paper.  You do not have to use white.  You can either trace the pattern available in class, or you can measure your own out as show below.

· It is a good idea to sketch out how you want to proceed before you go hunting for your materials.

· Start with your title side and think of an artful way of depicting it.  The title side should include your name, the class name, title of your project, the block, and the date.

· After the title side is complete, move down your list to the next most important cause, and so on, until you have planned out each of the “faces” of the cube.

· You CANNOT just write words on the sides of the cube; you must use graphs, pictures, song lyrics, political cartoons, etc.  Remember – color, creativity, and neatness all count.

· Outside research may help gather more information about your topic – don’t limit yourself to the textbook!

Evaluation
· After the cube is completed, you will present it to the class, introducing your topic and walking the class through your topic.

· Remember – your work will be displayed and used by students other than those who know you or what you were thinking when you did the project.

Example
Here’s an example of a potential topic and the “faces” of a cube.  You MAY NOT USE THIS EXAMPLE FOR YOUR TOPIC!

1.  Title side – My topic shall be the Constitutional Convention, and I would create this side accordingly.

2.  This side would describe how the country was governed before the Constitution, using perhaps a quote or picture.

3.  This side would explain what happened to make the Constitutional Convention happen.
4.  This side would describe the type of government set up under the new Constitution
5.  This side would describe how this differed from the old form of government, the Articles.
6.  This final side would show the ‘so what’ – why and how it was ratified, what people thought of it, why it was so important, pictures or political cartoons, etc.
**Each side would have quotes, pictures, graphs, maps, or whatever would be appropriate to my topic**
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
