Our focus will be:

Understanding common economic terms and concepts and economic reasoning.


Analyzing the elements of America’s market economy in a global setting.

Analyzing the influence of the federal government on the American economy.


Analyzing the elements of the U.S. labor market in a global setting.


Analyzing the aggregate economic behavior of the U.S. economy.

Analyzing the issues of international trade and explaining how the U.S. economy affects and is affected by economic forces beyond the United States borders.

Assessments:
Bellwork:  Each day a short assignment will be displayed on the front screen.  When the bell rings you are expected to begin.  

Classwork:  Assignments will be given daily.  All uncompleted classwork must be completed at home. 

Quizzes:  Quizzes will be given periodically (approximately biweekly) on vocabulary and relevant theories that will help prepare you for formal assessments.

Projects:  There will be two to three culminating projects that correlate with our unit of study.  Work outside of class will be required.
Exams:  There will be two formal assessments, midterm and a final (25% of your grade).

Homework:  Homework will be assigned weekly and is due Friday at the beginning of the period. It will be posted on the class calendar at https://www.google.com/calendar/embed?src=reg7gi5el56jdqairmqjj6iabg%40group.calendar.google.com&ctz=America/Los_Angeles .  Homework is worth 10% of your grade. 
Participation:  You will be assessed on your participation in class though responses, assigned work, volunteering, attendance and cooperation. 

Note: All written assignments completed outside of class must be typed.

Absences:  If you know of an absence beforehand, please request your work in advance.  If you cannot request work in advance, you can email inquiring of missed work and I will send you any electronic assignments you have missed.  Your parent/guardian can also request work with me or though the office.  

· You must make up missed assignments and have as many days as you are absent to make up those assignments.  
· Any assignments that were due on your first day of absence are due immediately upon your return. 
· It is your responsibility to inquire as to the assignments missed. 

Late work:  Late work will be accepted for half credit after the due date.  No late work will be accepted for prior grading periods.

Tardies:  I follow the schools tardy policy. For every three tardies students will be assigned a thirty minute detention.  Any student who is not in their seat when the bell rings will be marked tardy.  Tardies will negatively affect your participation grade.
